More about Recycling

Recycling sorting machines recognize the shape of
containers and “see” bottles, tubs, jugs, jars, cans,
cartons and paper. If it isn't one of these shapes, it
doesn’t belong in the recycling bin. Size matters, too.
If the material is tiny, the machines have to filter it out.
If it is too big, it hurts the machinery.
